The Amen Corner Area Action Plan (ACAAP) has been prepared in the 
light of “saved” policies in the Bracknell Forest Borough Local Plan 
(BFBLP) and policies in the Bracknell Forest Borough Local 
Development Framework Core Strategy (LDF CS) the later of which 
was the subject of iterative Sustainability Appraisal including Strategic 
Environmental Appraisal where social considerations were examined.  
Planning policies in these documents guide and control development in 
the interests of all sections of the local community (cf BFBLP policy H7 
and LDF CS Policy16 regarding dwelling types and housing needs 
espectively).   r

 
Consultation undertaken at Issues and Options Stage of the ACAAP 
(November 2007) and Consultation at Preferred Options Stage (May 
2008) raised issues regarding provision of, and access to, social 
facilities ie support for the positive impact of providing  such facilities but 
also concern that new provision may adversely impact on existing 
provision; and provision for travelling populations required.  Issues 
mainly addressed in Participation/Submission version of document.
