Contact details

Parkland Oak Tree- this pedunculate oak is over 
250 years old and probably originates from when this 
area was part of Windsor Great Forest. Oak trees 
support a huge range of wildlife, including many birds and
insects.

Lime Avenue- these lime trees would once have lined 
the driveway to Warfield Park manor house and now 
provide a pleasant walkway at the edge of Hayley Green
wood.

TurkeyOak- these oak trees differ in that they 
have hairy acorn cups and narrower leaves. 
They wereoriginally brought to England 
from Southern Europe and South West 
Asia in the early 18th century.

Horse Chestnut- these trees 
produce lots of large seeds in the 
autumn, commonly known as conkers. 
In the spring, they can be identified by
their sticky buds and later on bytheir 
white flowers.

Yew Tree- an evergreen conifer often found in 
churchyards, the poisonous yew tree grows very 
slowly and produces red berries in the autumn. In the 
spring, large amounts of pollen are produced which 
can often be seen as clouds of dust around the tree.

Rhododendron - this alien species smothers ground 
vegetation, prevents sapling growth and supports little 
wildlife; as such it is slowly being removed from this site 
byvolunteers and the Countryside Service. 
In places you will see that it has been replaced byyoung 
trees such as beech and oak.

Woodland Pond- this natural pool supports a wide 
range of wildlife, including frogs, dragonflies and birds. 
The wet areas around the edges of the pond support plant
species adapted to wet conditions, such as ferns and 
mosses.
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How to get there 
On Foot - The main entrance into Westmorland Park is 

from Westmorland Drive. Other pedestrian access 

routes are from Devon Chase, Cornwall Close, Edmunds 

Lane and Forest Way. 

By Cycle - Edmunds Lane is a dedicated 

pedestrian/cycleway route linking County Lane and 

Forest Road via Westmorland Park. 

A cycle stand is provided adjacent to the main car park 

and Pavilion. 

By Bus - Beeline services 162 & 163 serve Tesco's 

Superstore on County Lane. Edmunds Lane links County 

Lane with the Park. 

Beeline bus 192 runs along Forest Road.
